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RYA inins Joining pack for RYA Power Boating Level 2

Whilst you attend this two day RY A Power boating Level 2 course, you shall be
taught a range of essential skills necessary for owning or hiring a powerboat. You
will learn basic boat handling skills, such as coming alongside, picking up a man over
board, manoeuvring in a confined area, picking up a mooring and performing
emergency stops. You will also be shown how to launch and recover the powerboat,
and when you are back in the classroom you will highlight areas such as navigation,
tides and streams, collision rules, pilotage and weather.

On the last day of the course you need to demonstrate to the Instructor that you are
competent in the skills that you have been taught. Assessment is nothing to feel
anxious about, the Instructor will be observing what you do throughout the course and
take this into consideration.

If you pass the course, you will receive your certificate on the day. With this
qualification you can obtain your International Certificate of Competency which
allows you to hire boats up to 10 metres in Europe.

Whilst on the water you shall be operating around the distinctive Portland Harbour
and Weymouth Bay. Theory work is held in a fully equipped classroom which
accommodates the need of the course structure, we can also provide hot and cold
refreshments. The Centre is facilitated with toilets, showers and car parking, the car
park is relatively secure however due to groups arriving and departing to use the
swimming pool ‘On The Water Training Ltd’ and its ‘Staff” are not liable for any loss
or damage.

e From Dorchester - take the A354 to Weymouth
e From Poole and Bournemouth - take the A352 to Weymouth
e From Bridport - take the B3157 to Weymouth

e From Yeovil - take the A37 to Weymouth

When you arrive at Weymouth take the A354 to Portland. This will bring you to the
causeway running alongside Chesil Beach connecting Portland and Weymouth.

At the end of the causeway, with Chesil Beach on your right hand side, you come to a
double roundabout. Take the left turn off the roundabout following signs for All
Routes, Castletown and the hospital.

You should now be following a hill for about 500meters, which at the top of the hill
will curve round to the right and have a sharp junction to the left, take the left
following signs for Castletown and the hospital.

Keep going until you reach another roundabout and on the left you will see large iron
gates, turn into these gates and you have arrived at the Osprey Leisure Centre. The
entrance is through the yellow doors where you shall be greeted by your instructor.
